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Hiroshima City of Water

Located in the southwest of Hiroshima Prefecture, Hiroshima City sits on the coast of the Seto Inland Sea and
against the backdrop of the Chugoku Mountain Range. These mountains, many of which are over 600 meters, stand
to the north, east, and west of the flatlands across which the city is built. These flatlands consist of the Ota-gawa
River delta and the lowlands and plateaus along the Ota-gawa River’s distributaries. In all, there are six

distributaries that flow through the urban delta area out to Hiroshima Bay.
Disasters can strike at any time and the Hiroshima City Fire Services Bureau works with our localities day-to-day

to improve their disaster preparedness capabilities. We continuously develop and improve disaster prevention
systems and work to create disaster resilient communities so that we can mitigate damage as much as possible in

times of disaster.
