10. Course Description
and Schedule

This course analyzes issues of peace empirically through the lens of
international law and connects that analysis to the design and
communication of approaches to peace

The course has three parts: (1) lecturer explains positivist methods (how
to read primary/secondary sources and build legal arguments), (2) guided
reading of the assigned textbooks and related materials to understand
international law from peacetime to post-conflict reconstruction, and (3)
student presentations of case-study analysis focusing on conflict
prevention, peacekeeping, and post-conflict recovery, while considering
both the constraints and possibilities of international law.

A tentative 15-week plan (subject to change) is:

1 Introduction; 2-4 Positivism (secondary materials/primary
materials/research skills); 5-9 Readings (arms control and disarmament/use
of force / collective security/law of armed conflict / post—-conflict law);
10-15 Case studies (e.g., World War II & Japan; Iraq; Gaza; Iran’ s nuclear
issue; Ukraine; sea—level rise & risks against statehood).
